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| A talk on “The Last Confe-
derate Newspaper” was given
for members of the Old Domi-
nion Chapter of the United
Daughters of the Confederacy
Imeeting recently with Mrs,
|Frank R. Barringer of 1627
Langhorne Road.

Mrs. J. W, Stinnette read ex-
erpts from The Daily Citizen,
published in Vicksburg, Miss,,
edited by J. M. Swords, proprie-
tor. The date of the copy which
she exhibiled at the meeting
was July 2, 1863.
| “The campaign to take
Vicksburg was begun in Novem-
ber of 1862’" Mrs. Stinnette
remarked. ‘‘Siege operaiions
began in the spring of the
following year on May 22, 1863.
This paper is dated July 2, 1863
and the following day was spent
in negotiations between the com-
manding officers of the northern
and southern armies. On July 4,
the federal troops took over.."

Mrs. Stinnette explained that
the ‘‘city was destitute of food
as well as all other manner of
supplies, among which was
to print the
newspaper ., . . only
available substitute to be found
was wall paper, it was adopted
and regular issues were put oul.
This is a copy of the last edition
printed before the northern
troops moved into the city . . .”

Mrs. Stinnette read
paragraphs from the paper
which give an account of the
life, the hardships and tell of the
stamina of the people. One of
her favorites is an account of a
steak. Mrs. Stinnette said she
felt that the paragraph showed
“‘a great sense of humor” even
ithough the city was in a
‘“‘desperate situation,”

Confederate Newsﬁaper
Discussed At UDC Meet

The portiens of the paper from
which she read gave graphic
descriptions of the plight of the
people of Vicksburg. The editors
gave no quarler to the Yankees
and minced no words in vitriolic
descriptions of them.

Mrs. Stinnette said the paper
was on the presses at the {ime
the northern troops moved into
the cily. “Instead of destroying
it,”” she added, “The northern
soldiers themselves completed it
with the following paragraph,
written by a union soldier:

“July 4, 1863,

“Two days bring about greal
changes, The banner of the
Union floats over Vicksburg.
Gen. Grant has ‘caught the rah-
bit'; he has dined in Vicksburg
and he did bring his dinner with
him, (Note: previous
paragraphs in the paper had
described the ‘steak’ of mule
meat and other sorts of food and
meat the people had to eat to
exist.)

“The Citizen lives to see it.
For the last lime it appears on
wall paper. No more will it
eulogize the luxury of mule
meat and fricasseed kitten —
urge southern warriors to such

diet nevermore. This Is the last
wall paper cdition, and is, ex-
cepling this note, from types as
we found them. It will be
available hereafter as a
curiosity."”

The A. P. Hill Circle of which
Mrs. Barringer is chairman was
hostess for the meeling. Ruth
Burgess, president, conducted a
business session and Mrs. C. E.
Coleman Jr., historian general,
gave an account of the work of
the UDC in estahlishing
memorials in various sections of
the country, where Confederate
soldiers lost their lives. She also
gave a brief history of the effect
that Minnesota, Massachusetis
and Arizona had on the Civil
War.

Mrs, Evie F. Ewers told of
General Lee's historic campaign;
which ended in the decisive bat-|
tle of Geflysburg in July 1863
and of Lincoln’s dedication of
the National Cemetery in Nov.
1863. Mrs. Ewers tecalled that
the UDC organization in Lynch-
burg is 63 years old, a fact of
which she said “‘we are proud.”
In August, 1965 a Confederate
monument was dedicated at,
Gettysburg by 14 Southern
states.
